REGISTRATION (27th Oct 12.00 pm, Exhibition Park in Canberra)
Parking

Parking for registration is inside EPIC adjacent to the Snowy Rivers Room where registration, lunch and meet and greet will be held.  Follow the signs.

Caravans.

Those staying at EPIC should book in at the caravan office next door to the EPIC office just inside the main gates.  They will have a list of bookings.

Lunch

Lunch will be served between 1230 and 2.00 to those wearing a name badge, which will be provided upon registration to all full registrants.  We are unfortunately restricted to the contracted EPIC caterer although we were hoping to have the Vietnam Vets Federation provide their famous BBQ lunch.

Afternoon Tea.

Continuous tea and coffee will be available and snacks will be served between 3.00 and 4.00.
Bar

Room layout

The registration desk will be open from 1230 to 5.00.  If any payments are made for registration they will need to be in cash or cheque.
